13. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY LOCATIONS OF ALL PERTINENT SITE

BUILDING FOUNDATIONS (5% MIN.) AND TO THE STREETS AND

ALLEY. NOTIFY OWNER IF ROUGH GRADING CONDITIONS WILL

CREATE PONDING ON SITE OR FLOW TOWARD FOUNDATIONS. ROUGH

GRADES SHALL BE REVIEWED AND ACCEFTED BY THE OWNER

PRIOR TO SOIL PREFPARATION OFERATIONS.

15. PROPOSED TREES IN THE R.O.W. SHALL BE PRE-APPROVED BY
